Overall Progress Narrative:
Summary for First Quarter 2018 QPR:

The State of New Jersey (State), Department of Community Affairs (DCA), as the grantee of Community
Development Block Grant—-Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funding allocated to New Jersey by the U.S. Department
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for Superstorm Sandy (Sandy) recovery, has prepared this Quarterly
Performance Report (QPR) addressing CDBG-DR funding and expenditures through the first quarter of 2018
(January-March).

This QPR shows that, through March 31, 2018, the State expended more than $2.7B in CDBG-DR funds, including
approximately $6.8M in Program Income. As of the first quarter of 2018, the total CDBG-DR expenditures for low-to-
moderate (LMI) populations in New Jersey are approximately 52 percent of the State’s total CDBG-DR
expenditures.

The report that follows highlights the State’s continued progress in executing CDBG-DR recovery programs.

HOUSING RECOVERY ACTIVITIES:

The RREM Program, which is the State’s largest CDBG-DR program, provides grants of up to $150,000 to eligible
homeowners to reconstruct, repair, elevate or undertake mitigation measures for their storm-damaged primary
homes. As of March 31, 2018, of the approximately 7,400 homeowners patrticipating in RREM, 5,890 had completed
construction. Also, approximately $918M of RREM funding was disbursed to eligible participants.

The Low-to-Moderate Income (LMI) Homeowner Rebuilding Program provides reconstruction, rehabilitation,
elevation and mitigation assistance of up to $150,000 to LMI homeowners whose primary residences were damaged
by Superstorm Sandy but who did not apply to the RREM Program. The LMI Program includes an initial reserve of
funding for owners of manufactured housing units/mobile homes to ensure that this unique population receives
needed assistance. As of March 31, 2018, 167 projects had completed construction and more than $33M in program
funding had been disbursed to eligible participants.

Storm-impacted households are served through the Sandy Recovery Housing Counseling Program, which provides
free HUD-certified housing guidance through community-based, non-profit housing counseling agencies on a wide
array of issues, including foreclosure and homelessness prevention, budgeting, rental guidance, and utility help. As
of the close of the first quarter of 2018, a total of 7,530 Sandy-impacted households had received housing
counseling services through the program, and approximately $5.1M was expended. In the first quarter, 1,621
persons were assisted. Of special note, the first quarter 2018 numbers reflect an adjustment for households that had
not been captured in previous quarters.

To assist Sandy-impacted homeowners who face frequent flooding, the State is administering the Sandy Blue Acres
Buyout Program, which helps New Jersey families in flood zones move out of harm’s way and
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enhances community flood resiliency. The total CDBG-DR contribution of $174.5M to the buyout program builds on
other funding that has been committed for the program, which in total approaches $400M. With respect to CDBG-
DR funds, buyouts are underway in seven municipalities (Linden, New Milford, Ocean Township, Old Bridge,
Rahway, South River, and Woodbridge) with 161 offers accepted, 118 properties purchased, and 63 homes
demolished as of March 31, 2018.

Thetate also continues to create affordable rental units and serve renters’ recovery needs.

The State’s largest affordable rental housing recovery initiative is the Fund for Restoration of Multifamily Housing
(FRM) Program. During the first 90 days of lease-up for any FRM-funded project, developers must prioritize Sandy-
impacted households who apply. As of March 31, 2018, 48 FRM-funded projects were complete, creating
approximately 3,400 units. Another 22 projects were under construction and will create approximately 1,900 units.
Six more projects have been awarded FRM funds, but have not started construction. These six projects will create
about 400 units. The State has awarded $15M in FRM funding to three public housing authority projects, one of
which has completed construction.

The Sandy Special Needs Housing Fund provides funding for permanent supportive rental housing units for special
needs populations. Funds have been awarded to 48 projects that are expected to create approximately 464 beds for
individuals with special needs. As of the first quarter of 2018, 218 units were completed that allow for 290 special
needs beds and about 56 units were under construction that allow for approximately 62 special needs beds.

The Landlord Rental Repair Program (LRRP) helps repair Sandy-damaged rental properties by providing grants of
up to $50,000 per unit, and requires that repaired units be leased at affordable rates to LMI tenants. Through the
close of the first quarter of 2018, 343 properties (representing 474 units) completed construction through the
program, and 78 properties (representing 140 units) were under construction. Also, 429 of the completed housing
units were leased at affordable rates to LMI tenants.

The Neighborhood Enhancement Program (NEP) returns abandoned or blighted housing to viability by providing no-
interest loans to eligible developers to purchase and rehabilitate properties in counties most impacted by Sandy.
DCA has awarded NEP loans totaling $31M to 42 projects (192 housing units). As of March 31, 2018, the program
had expended approximately $27M. Sixteen of the projects are completed and occupied, providing 76 rental units
and two homeowner units. An additional 12 projects are completed and awaiting occupancy. The remaining 14
projects are under construction.

The Sandy Tenant-Based Rental Assistance Program (TBRA) provides up to 24 months of tenant-based rental
assistance to LMI households that were affected by Sandy. As of March 31, 2018, 1,788 households had received a
TBRA payment and rented a housing unit, and the program had expended $22.8M.

ECONOMIC RECOVERY AND REVITALIZATION ACTIVITIES:

Since inception, the Stronger NJ Business Programs have created or retained 6,354 jobs.

The Stronger NJ Business Loan Program, which provides loans of up to $5M to storm-impacted businesses,
approved approximately $84M in loans for 121 businesses as of the first quarter of 2018. Of these businesses, 102
are fully disbursed. Over $76M has been disbursed to date.

The Stronger NJ Business Grant Program provides grants of up to $50,000 to storm-affected businesses. As of
March 31, 2018, 1,150 small businesses have been approved for and received grants totaling $55.8M.

The State also administers the Stronger NJ Neighborhood and Community Revitalization (NCR) Program, which
invests in municipal projects thruh two initiatives: the Streetscape Revitalization Program and the Development &
Public Improvement Program (D&l).

The NCR Streetscape Program provides grants of up to $1.5M to support projects such as street lighting, sidewalks,
and landscaping in the nine most impacted counties. At the end of the first quarter 2018, 19 projects have been
approved, 17 of which have received authorization from HUD to proceed and executed a sub-recipient agreement.
Of these projects, 10 are complete and 5 are currently underway. To date, more than $11.6M has been disbursed
for NCR Streetscape projects.

The NCR D&l Program provides grants and loans to larger scale projects that contribute to the revitalization of
Sandy-damaged areas. Nine D&l projects have completed construction. Ten additional projects have received
authorization from HUD to proceed and executed a sub-recipient agreement. Of these, nine projects are currently
underway with the remaining project beginning in late 2018. More than $31M has been disbursed for D&I projects.
INFRASTRUCTURE AND RESILIENCY ACTIVITIES
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The Non-Federal Cost Share program covers the match associated with various federal funding streams. Through
the first quarter of 2018, the State had disbursed approximately $66.1M to cover the federal cost share requirements
of the Federal Highway Administration for repairs to Route 35. Also, approximately $25.1M had been disbursed to
state departments to cover the federal cost share requirements of FEMA. Additionally, the State is reimbursing local
government entities for their 10 percent cost share of FEMA public assistance for debris removal and emergency
protective measures since the local share resulted in a financial burden for communities and their taxpayers. As of
the first quarter of 2018, the State had disbursed approximately $32.8M to 155 local governments.

The extensive damage and power outages caused by Superstorm Sandy prompted the State to create the Energy
Resilience Bank (ERB) to finance resilient energy technologies so critical facilities such as hospitals, water treatment
plants and wastewater facilities can continue to operate should the electric grid fail. As of March 31, 2018, two
projects have started construction and one other has executed a sub-recipient agreement. Additionally, seven ERB
projects have received authorization from HUD to proceed; one project has commenced its environmental review;
and one project is still under review.

The Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program consists of an infrastructure component to support
communities with flood hazard risk reduction projects and an easement acquisition component to support Army
Corps of Engineers flood protection projects on the shore. Eight infrastructure projects have received awards. Of
these, one project is in construction, one is out to bid, one is preparing to go out to bid for a contractor, two are in the
permitting phase, one has completed environmental review, and two are in environmental review. For the easement
acquisition component, DEP continued in the first quarter of 2018 to finalize condemnation proceedings for the
necessary real estate and to obtain easements for the remaining Army Corps of Engineers projects along the New
Jersey coast.

The DEP is also administering two projects developed through HUD’s Rebuild By Design (RBD) competition: the
Meadowlands Flood Protection Project and the Hudson River Project: “Resist, Delay, Store and Discharge.”

During the first quarter of 2018, the RBD Meadowlands Project Team continued to work on both a draft Feasibility
Study Report and a draft Environmental Impact Statement, which will be published for public comment in June 2018.
The project team has identified a preferred alternative for the project, which is made up of two components: the
Build Plan and the Future Plan. The Build Plan can be constructed by September 2022 with available RBD
Meadowlands funds and includes components such as improving existing drainage ditches, upgrading and installing
pump stations, and installing green infrastructure at strategic locations in the project area. The Future Plan includes
components that would protect against storm surge and can be implemented by other entities and with other funding
sources. The project team published Action Plan Amendment (APA) 25, which describes the preferred alternative in
detail, on January 13, 2018 for a 30-day public comment period. Several comments were received during the
comment period that ended February 11, 2018. The team responded to the comments in the APA that was
submitted to HUD for review on March 28, 2018.

Site survey work for the RBD Hudson River Project, which includes Hoboken and parts of Jersey City and
Weehawken, is nearly complete and is being used to develop drawings for the design. Geotechnical borings to
obtain subsurface information are being performed throughout the project area and the project team is gathering
additional information to fill data gaps for the project. Public outreach efforts for the design phase began on April 5,
2018 with a citizen advisory group meeting to introduce the design team.
